Its legal name remains as Mount Faber Leisure Group Pte Ltd, which is a wholly owned 

subsidiary of Sentosa Development Corporation and operates as an autonomous commercial 

arm.  

 

MFLG is also one of the 17 founding members of Singapore’s first carbon neutrality-driven 

business alliance, the Sentosa Carbon Neutral Network (SCNN), which was established in 

September 2021. The SCNN is a collective public-private effort to achieve Sentosa’s 

sustainability goals, including carbon neutrality by 2030. MFLG is also a member of the Carbon 

Pricing Leadership Coalition (CPLC) Singapore and a recipient of the LowCarbonSG Logo, 

awarded to companies that successfully measure and monitor their carbon footprints.
